We have now entered the "101 Critical Days of
Summer" which run from 25 May 07 through 4
September 07. This is the time of year that is the
most dangerous from a safety standpoint: personal
injuries, vehicle and aircraft mishaps, and even
safety-related deaths all increase. Why this increase?
We are busier with more Civil Air Patrol activities,
more time driving on the road and more outside
recreation (boating, camping, flying) than at any
other time of the year.

Take a look at the National Safety Officer's slides on
the 100 Critical Days at
http://level2.cap.gov/documents/101 Critical Days
of Summer.pdf Notice the areas on road safety,
water safety and dangerous weather (did you know
that more people die each year from lightning than
tornadoes?). If you are involved in a CAP activity in
the coming months, such as a flight clinic,
encampment or practice mission, take extra time to
look for hazards and talk about them in your activity
safety briefing.

Some things to think about in the next month:

1. We have recently completed required work
on our Communications reports. "Thank
you!" to the group and unit commanders in
getting this accomplished. I have asked the
Chief of Staff to continue to work on
smoothing the tracking of our paperwork, but
units should also remember that keeping
these types of reports in the unit file plan is
important. Vigilance, and quick responses to
requests for information, keeps our Wing out
of trouble.

2. The Wing Banking Solution is coming! We
have received clarification from our the Great
Lakes Region commander and the NHQ Wing
Financial Analyst and the Wing Finance
Committee is working to have all unit
accounts rolled up by the middle of
September 07.

3. Begin to think about your fall training
schedule. | have asked our Emergency
Services and Cadet Programs staff to have a
training schedule out in the first part of
August. Think about what your unit training
goals are: flying proficiency, ground team
operations, a communications exercise,
preparing for Color Guard Competition?
What is it that you want your unit to excel at?
Talk to your group commander about how to
get the training that you need to reach these
goals.
