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SENATOR (LT CoL) DAVID FORD LAID TO REST

in the Indiana Senate.

He previously
served as the elected
prosecutor in Blackford
County prior to being
elected to the state senate.
He served as a Senator in the

First the question arose

as to the qualification of
MLO's to hold Command positions as well as being
an appointed MLO. This question was answered by
our Regional Chaplain Ellis and Chaplain Sharp
NHQ.

Chaplains cannot hold command positions as
information given to them by CAP members is
sometimes privileged and confidential. If they
were to hold a command position it could present
a conflict of interest.

An MLO does not have the responsibility of
confidentiality therefore there is not a conflict of
interest. They can, in fact, be MLO's and
Commanders as well.

Second if a Chaplain has credited 221 and 221A
courses he or she has the equivalency of SLS and
CLC therefore may not need to take the latter
courses. This is not so for MLOs. MLO may take
221 and 221A but are not exempt from SLS or CLC.
If you have any question about this subject please
let me know so | may clarify it for you.

Last, remember CAPF 41 must be completed and
submitted to the Wing Chaplain by January and July

each year. We are only getting about 40%
compliance and this does not give a clear and
concise picture of activities and expenses. We
know you are out there working so do it and then
brag about it! Remember these forms are required
for all Chaplains and MLOs alike.
